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The Mission
Finish the task the Lord let us to do in renovating and 
reconstructing the Baptist Camp on the island:
• Erect concrete walls for the cafeteria/fellowship hall.
• Enclose the camp with a concrete fence.
• Upgrade the restrooms.
• Clear and clean the playgrounds
.• Worship at a Baptist Church on Sunday and support a 

community Vacation Bible School.

Skills Needed
If you know, or are willing to learn, how to set concrete 
blocks we need you on this mission endeavor. We also 
need missionaries to tile and paint. In addition, we need 
workers to provide Vacation Bible School. To complete 
these tasks, we need at least ten hardworking 
individuals to join this team.

The Cost
The estimated cost for this trip includes airfare, housing, 
meals, transportation, airport transfers, most of the 
supplies, guided sightseeing, and a visit by boat to one 
of the island’s beautiful keys. The estimated total cost 
for this trip is $1,325.

More Information
The goal of this overseas effort will focus on completing 
the task we began in 2015 on San Andres Island, 
Colombia—a beautiful island located in the Caribbean 
Sea not far from Nicaragua and Panama City. It is a 
small island of approximately ten square miles. Yet, what 
San Andres Island lacks in size it makes up for in 
magnificent beauty.

The island is officially part of Colombia but has old ties 
with England. This makes the island multicultural and 
trilingual; the most common spoken languages are 
English, Creole, and Spanish. In 2000 the Archipelago 
was declared the Sea-flower Biosphere Reserve by 
UNESCO. The approximate population of San Andres is 
85,000. The local inhabitants are descendants of 
English settlers, African slaves, and mainland 
Colombians.

The native islanders, called Raizals, are majority 
Protestant, with Baptists being the most common. It was 
once a very Christian island; Sunday was a sacred day 
when almost the entire community would attend church. 
However, after the declaration of the island into a free 
port in 1954, which opened the doors to commerce and 
tourism, the younger generation began drifting away 
from God and today there is a great need and hunger for 
the Gospel. We invite you to pray about joining this 
mission effort.

Besides the above mission goals, we will enjoy the 
beautiful beaches and visit other sites of San Andres 
such as Rocky Key, a few meters walking distance from 
the hotel where we will be staying, and Hinds Key, two 
miles from shore by boat. You will learn about a new 
culture and experience God moving in new ways.
